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Within the framework of the project Circular-Based Waste Management (The project is funded by Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway through the EEA and Norway Grants Fund for Regional Cooperation), a survey in the basic schools of the city of Paide was conducted between 17.11.2020 and 4.12.2020.

A total of 434 students participated in the survey (ie 66% of the total number of students)

Grade (class) 4.-6. 242 students, ie 71% (total number of students in this age is 343)

Grade 7.-9. 192 students, ie 60% (total number of students in this age is 316)

The following is an overview of the responses by age group.
The students are divided into two age groups due to the fact that the project lasts for three years, during which time the students participate in various activities aimed at raising their awareness of the issues of recycling. By the end of the project (July 2023), 4-6 people have participated in this survey. students of the 7th-9th grade. classes and a second survey is conducted to compare the Project.
1. To your knowledge, what type of waste is it possible to recycle? (4-6 class)
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Almost 6% of students in grades 4-6 do not know what kind of waste can be recycled. 
Almost 5% of students in grades 7-9 do not know what kind of waste can be recycled. 
2.Do you sort waste a home and if so which type? 
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It was possible to choos several answer option.

Almost 24% of students (4.-6. class) do not sort different types of waste at home. About 5% are not aware of whether or how they sort waste at home.

Almost 32% of students (7.-9. class) do not sort different types of waste at home. About 19% are not exactly aware of whether or how they sort waste at home.

13.       How would you suggest improving garbage collection and sorting?

The proposals made were as follows:

Class 4-6

- This should be done more frequently;

- Containers at the ends of the house could have labels on them;

- More people could sort; So that everyone sorts the garbage and does not throw the papers down in the yard. All people must keep order; Everyone could sort at least food waste in a separate trash can; People could sort.

- Maybe make a commitment to sort things at least once a month;

- things could be missed so that nothing is left of them;

- There could be more different types of trash; More containers in town

- Removal of waste could be free of charge and everyone could have three boxes at home where waste can be sorted; You will receive a small "reward" for taking the container away, but you will have to pay for taking the waste to landfill. I don't think you should pay for a good deed.

- To transport large waste, you could order a truck that would pick up the waste. (e.g. furniture, old wood, etc.); there could be a website where you can call someone to take out the rubbish

- There could be some kind of machine that sorts garbage;

- Many advertisements should be made with the words: 'Hello good people! Come bring your garbage to a waste center. Good day!"; Share more information

- Different garbage trucks for different things.

- And there is always the possibility of reusing paper and iron, for example. I think people consume more. We buy things we don't really do anything with. And many waste food and paper. Lift yourself as much as you eat. And it is also possible to write sparingly. It's not that hard.

- I think it could be improved so that in every city there are at least two sorting stations where there are automatic sorting machines there should be about four of them. Where you take this thing, you put it under one thing and he tells you which machine to put it on.

7.-9. class

- Prepare a paper bag that breaks down in the rain but is strong

- self-sorting bin

- People should sort more themselves

- Tell people more about it, make people more aware of recycling, teach at school

- there would be a better system of rubbish bins, for example more modern boxes or, for example, abroad, in the stairwells of an apartment building there is one / several pipes (plastic, paper and cardboard, bio-waste) from which rubbish is dumped .

- make it somehow easier and make it less expensive to transport waste.

- Free shipment of sorted waste. Unsorted waste for a fee.

- There could be more sorted waste containers that are not very far from people's homes.
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
